Ramadan Ends

Season of fasting ends for Muslims

Around 610 A.D. a man named Mohammed was wandering in a desert
near Mecca and contemplating his faith. Then, one night, the voice of
Gabriel the angel spoke to Mohammed from the sky. The angel spoke
the words of Allah to him, which would later be the prst verses of the
Quran.

Now, Muslums around the world celebrate the time when Mohammed
received Allahds words through a lengthy holiday called Ramadan. It is
the ninth month of the lunar calendar , which spans from approximately
October 27th to November 26th this year, depending on the position of
the moon.

This blessed month consists of fasting, prayer and charity. Beginning
around the age of 12, all Muslims have to practice sawm, or fasting,
throughout Ramadan. They have to abstain from all food and bever-
ages, even water, during daylight. However, before the sunrises and
after it sets everyone is entitled to a meal. These meals during the dark
hours are called sunocr and iftar. While craving nutrients, the people are
reminded of the poor and suffering, which is seen as a way to cleanse
the body and soul.

The prayer during Ramadan lasts just about as long during the day as
the fasting does. Each night, 1/30 of the Quran is read in prayers called
Tarawin. by the end of the month, the entire Quran is read. through prayer,
the Islamic people able to show their devotion to Allan.

As the month of Ramadan nears its end people are obligated to share
blessings, feed the poor, make contributions to Mosques, all for char-
ity. On the last day of Ramadan, the festival of Eid- al-Fitr (0festival of
Breaking the fast6) takes place. Everyone dresses their pnest, decorates
their houses, and socializes with family and friends.

Many Central students celebrated Ramadan this fall.

Hawkins

How Centralds 0Sa-

dieso originated

Have you ever wondered what
the real meaning of Sadie Hawkins
is? Well, on November 15, 1937,
Al Capp, creater of the Lild Ab-
ner comic strip, invented Sadie
Hawkins Day. At Central, Sadie
Hawkins is a time when a female
asks a male to a dance. November
was known as Sadie Hawkins
month and it had become an un-
ofpcial holiday.

In Cappds comic strip Sadie
Hawkins was the ugly daughter
of the Mayor of Dogpatch, a pcti-
tious hillbilly town. Her father
got together all the eligible males
and pred a gun for the guys to run
out of town and the girls to chase
them. When Sadie Hawkins, or
any girl in town, chased her man
down, caught him, and dragged
him back to town, he had no choice
but to marry her.

On November 9, 1938, the very
prst recorded high school 0Sadie
Hawkins Dance6 was held. Al
Capp didndt give this event a
special date in his comic strip but
Sadie Hawkins became so popular
that schools and colleges across
the U.S. turned it into an annual
November event.
