Central is þrst St. Paul city school to 
qualify for State Soccer  Tournament

   The St. Paul Central boysõ varsity soccer teamõs conference record this 
season was 12-0-0 and their overall record was 20-3-0. Under the lead-
ership of senior captains Sam Lancaster and Peter Kubes, junior captain 
Tim Thao, and freshmen captain Greg Rosenthal, as well as their two-
year coach Jorey Erickson, Central went on a 20-game winning streak, 
outscoring opponents 120-5. The boysõ season has turned into an amazing 
one, with Central ranked 10th in state at the end of the regular season.
   Centralõs incredible strength came from their senior goalkeeper Sam 
Lancaster, who is the number one goalie in the state. Senior Ricky Oude-
kerk and juniors Tim Thao, Matt Strom, and Ben Natala made up the 
defense, which did an awesome job clearing out the balls for the goalie. 
The midþelders and forwards also stepped up and started playing even 
harder this year on the team. Senior Danny Kapp-Serotoff, junior Jan 
Jacobson, sophomore Johnson Thao, and freshmen Greg Rosenthal were 
the midþelders for Central. Greg Rosenthal is probably the best all-around 
player at Central and only a freshmen this year, but has been playing with 
Central since his eighth grade year. Senior Peter Kubes, juniors Johnny 
Yang and Guled Sirad, and sophomore Jake Lor were the four players 
who rotated as the Central forwards. Tim Thao received All-State and 
Sam Lancaster received all All-State Honorable Mention.
   Also, Central had þve of the þfteen top scorers in the state. The top 
scorers on the team were Johnny Yang with the highest score of 17 goals 
and 10 assists, Peter Kubes with 15 goals and 6 assists, Johnson Thao 
with 14 goals and 12 assists, Guled Sirad with 13 goals and 12 assists, 
and Jake Lor with 9 goals and 4 assists.
   After losing two games in the beginning of the season against Park 
Center 2-1, and Eau Claire 2-1, the boysõ soccer team started picking 
up speed and winning all their games. Two of the biggest games that 
the boys played were against Simley and Cretin-Derham Hall, but they 
defeated them easily.

   In the section playoffs, the boys 
played against three teams. They 
were Minneapolis Roosevelt, 
Cretin-Derham Hall, and St. Paul 
Academy. All Centralõs playoff 
games were at home since the 
team was seeded 1st in their sec-
tion. The þrst section game was 
against Mpls. Roosevelt, who was 
the 8th seed in the section. Central 
beat Mpls. Roosevelt 17-0, which 
was an easy win for the team.
   In the second section game, 
Central played against Cretin. It 
was the third meeting between the 
teams. In the regular season, Cen-
tral beat Cretin twice with scores 
of 4-0 and 5-0. The last one was a 

hard fought game by both teams. 
Central dominated the þrst half, 
but Cretin came in and took over 
the second half, although there was 
still no score on the board.
   òFrom my point of view, I thought 
my teammates were fatigued and 
I felt that Cretin wanted the win 
more than we did because they 
weõre out hustling us and beating 
us to very ball. We still hung in 
there and pulled off the victory 
in the end,ó said defensive player 
Tim Thao.
   The game went into a shootout 
since neither team scored in the 

time given in the game. In the 
shootout Central proved to be the 
better team, winning the shootout 
and therefore winning the game 
1-0.
   òI love Sam Lancaster because he 
saved me and the team in the [pen-
alty kick]. Now, we have a chance 
to play against St. Paul Academy 
because Iõve never played them be-
fore,ó said Greg Rosenthal after the 
boysõ game against Cretin.
   In the þnal section game, Central 
played against St. Paul Academy 
(SPA). This was the þrst time Cen-
tral had played SPA this season. òI 

Second in State

Pledge of
Allegiance in 
Schools?

   Over an eleven month period, 
members of the St. Paul School 
District deliberated over a matter 
that has become a huge controversy 
at Central High School: the reci-
tation of the Pledge of Allegiance. 
The verdict was that the ultimate 
decision would be left up to each 
school individually. Centralõs 
administration accepted the idea, 
and now every Monday in advisory 
students are given the opportunity 
to pledge their allegiance.
   The decision has opened the 
doors to an onslaught of political 
controversy. In response to this, 
an open forum was held on Thurs-
day, October 9th. The forum was 
meant to address concerns held by 
students and faculty. It also gave 
everyone a chance to express their 
views on the Pledge and its reci-
tation in public schools. A panel 
of seven learned individuals pre-
sented their thoughts on the mat-
ter. On the panel were; Dr. Nintz, 
a professor of political science at 
the University of Minnesota; Anne 
Carrol, a member of the Board of 
Education; Commander John War-
ren; Teresa Nelson, a legal counsel 
at the Minnesota ACLU; Charles 
Underwood, a Saint Paul Public 
School teacher; and two students, 
Memo Berker and Sunny Fields. 
After presenting their own opin-
ions, the panel answered questions 
the students had. 
   When asked, senior Ryan Mas-

terson said that although the forum 
was a good idea, it did not accu-
rately represent both sides of the 
argument. Another student, Tony 
Carlson said that he does not feel 
pressured to say the Pledge during 
advisory. 
   All in all, the forum was very 
useful in addressing the con-
cerns students and faculty have 
been worried about, and þnally 
answered questions people have 
been asking for weeks.
